Step 3 - Kennel Assembly (standing & connecting your panels)

Now that you have laid out the footprint of your kennel run, you can begin
assembly. Beginning at a CORNER, stand two adjacent panels up at a 90°
angle. Your FRONT & BACK panel (s) will determine the width of your ken-
nel/run. Using the clamps provided, place one clamp approx. 8” from the top
of the panels, the second clamp approx. 8” from the bottom of the panels
(recommended). Continue working your way around the kennel.
Alert! — Ensure you place the clamp NUT on the OUTSIDE
of the kennel for safety.

Step 4 - Installing your Gate Latch
We recommend installing your latch Midway on your gate door.

Alert! - For excitable, active pets we recommend inserting a Metal self-tap-
ping screw into the hole provided in the latch body (screw not included). En-
sure your latch body is straight prior to installing the screw. Once inserted, By el Ry e
place the ‘U’ bolt in place and firmly tighten nuts. DO NOT over tighten! Our \
